We have the pleasure of announcing that the Greek National Opera returns to action and
resumes its artistic activities.

The autumn season will open on 11 October at the Stavros Niarchos Hall in
the SNFCC with Puccini’'s Madama Butterfly. The reason we chose to open the season
with this work is because this October marks the 80th anniversary of Butterfly’s historic
GNO premiere, that took place on 25 October 1940, three days before the declaration
of the Greco-ltalian war. The symbolism is evident: The GNO has always been present
and courageous in very hard times and has managed to stand upright even in the most
adverse conditions, both back then and today. Madama Butterfly will be presented under
the revived direction of Hugo de Ana, in a new version especially designed for the Stavros
Niarchos Hall, and conducted by Lukas Karytinos.

On 5 November, we will present at the Stavros Niarchos Hall a great concert
to celebrate the 250th anniversary of Beethoven'’s birth, with our Orchestra, Chorus and
distinguished soloists, under the baton of Ondrej Olos, as part of the Alternative Stage
Piano Festival.

On 21 November Don Quixote will be given its premiere by the GNO Ballet. The
GNO Orchestra is conducted by Stathis Soulis, the Petipa-based choreography bears the
stamp of Thiago Bordin, sets are by George Souglides and costumes by Mary Katrantzou.

On 11 December a great international co-production of the GNO with the
Goteborg Opera and the Royal Danish Opera sets out on its journey from Athens. It is Don
Giovanni, directed by John Fulljames, a production entirely created in Greece. After its
Athens premiere it will be presented in Géteborg and Copenhagen.

The Alternative Stage, under the artistic directorship of Alexandros Efklidis, will
present a diverse programme featuring Mikis Theodorakis’s monumental works Epitaph
and Dionysus, the music theatre production Europa, based on Lars von Trier’s film of the
same title, the dance diptych Human Behaviour with the GNO Ballet, the Piano Festival,
the children’s music theatre performance Four Seasons, Haris Vrondos’s one-act operas
Requiem Akhmatova and The Anniversary, the music theatre production LIVER, the co-
production with the Municipal and Regional Theatres of Corfu, loannina, Kozani, Sérres,
Crete, Kalamata, Agrinio, the Theatre of Thessaly & Ferodo Bridges based on David
Greig’s work The Events, as well as the rerun of the musical Into the Woods.

Ticket presale starts in September. The GNO will take all the necessary safety
measures to protect the health of the public, its employees and collaborators. We will be
waiting for you once again in our halls.

October 1940, three days before the beginning of the Greco-ltalian war. Eighty years
later, Madama Butterfly will become one more landmark in the history of the GNO, as
with this work the restart of the artistic programme after the pandemic takes place.

Two of the most traumatic moments in Greek history inspired the great composer Mikis
Theodorakis to respectively create two political works of religious form. The 1936 bloody
strike in Thessaloniki and Yannis Ritsos’s poem of the same title were the raw material
for Epitaph, one of the composer’s most important and famous works, a truly political
and Greek Stabat mater. The civil war conflicts of December 1944 (“Dekemvriana”)
acted as a leaven, prompting the creation of a lesser known but equally masterly work,
Dionysus, a long lament for the sacrifice of the adolescent boys and girls who fell in the
battle of Makriyannis.

Haris Vrondos

Haris Vrondos is one of the most consistent voices in the Greek music theatre scene of the
last decades, having composed numerous operas. Two of his one-act chamber operas
(@ genre he’s been exploring for years) are now presented in one single performance
on the Alternative Stage. Requiem Akhmatova, based on Anna Akhmatova and Haris
Vlavianos’s poetry, starts off with the great Russian poetess’s life and raises questions
about the relationship between art and power. As the composer notes, “Requiem
Akhmatova includes, in the form of lyrics, incidents of extermination, cold blood murder,
imprisonment and exile of poets and artists who didn’t blindly succumb to the doctrine
of socialist realism in art. The same period, convicted as decadent artists, many writers,
musicians and painters, mainly Jews, were killed and exiled, and saw their works being
burnt or banned by the Nazi regime in Germany, Austria and Central Europe.” The
Anniversary, based on a libretto by the composer and by poet Yannis loannidis, features
writer Yannis Beratis, in a play between incidents of the Civil War and its perpetuation in
the field of historical memory.

Inspired by the massacre of 69 people by Anders Breivik in 2011 in Norway, Daniel
Greig’s work The Events (2013) attempts at grasping the unthinkable and exploring the
limits of forgiveness in the face of monstrosity. Claire, a teacher running a local amateur
chorus consisting of immigrants and people from socially vulnerable groups in her spare
time, believes that there is an explanation about what is going on in the world. One
day an armed young local man barges into her rehearsal room and starts shooting.
Claire will be the only survivor and the only thing she wants to do is understand why
this happened. The Events is a political work exploring the rise of the extreme right,
neofascism and xenophobia through an attempt to approach the “beast” itself. The work
features amateur choruses from the cities where the performance will be presented,
in the context of the collaboration of the Alternative Stage with eight Municipal and
Regional Theatres across the country.
